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Summary

This deliverable is the final report of indicative cases related to replicability and transferability of know-
how produced through the LIFE Andros Park project, which were implemented in the frame of pertinent
actions outside this project. This deliverable forms part of the monitoring Actions of the project and
specifically of Action D1, Sub-action D1.3, which concerns the monitoring of the impact of the project’s
activities on target species and habitat. The Action is led by the Agricultural University of Athens
(coordinator) and it is implemented with the participation and support of other partners.

Since the overall objective of the project is to realize an effective and model bottom-up protected area
management, and implement a series of priority conservation actions for species and habitats in the
wider area of Northern Cyclades, on other Aegean Sea islands, as well as beyond the national borders.
